SUBJECT: RELOCATED RIVER ROAD: SITE PLAN REVIEW

The following is meant to serve purposes: 1) This is a summary of Monday’s strategy 
session between traffic reviewers and McKim and Creed designers for this project. 

2) This is also the first round of review comments issued by Planning (J. Diepenbrock) 

 To expedite the project, a second plan submission is needed as soon as is 
practicable.  The following will help with scheduling: 

o Landscape plan to be provided at a future date.  It has not yet been 
determined what the extent of landscaping will be beyond median 
landscaping.  Sight distance triangles (45 degree) to be applied.  In today’s 
discussion, it was suggested that striping plan for Phase I will be 
submitted with landscaping plan. 

o No landscaping is to be installed prior to city approval of the landscaping 
plan, and since time is of the essence, this may occur separately (after) 
city approval of the initial site plan. 

 It’s our understanding that the geometry of the roundabout, turn lane offsets, 
turn-lane tapers, etc. will be featured in the second plan submission. 

 City engineering will review the bridge design. 

 Submission of a plan showing the Multi-use Path (MUP) will be required. 

o Its review and approval must occur prior to approval of the landscape 
plan. 

o If the width of the proposed public right-of-way is required to 
accommodate the MUP, please show on the earliest feasible submission 
of the site plan.   
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o Please note: the applicant will be responsible to process and record 
dedication plats for revised ROW.  City staff is happy to assist as you 
complete this task. 

 Today it was stated that dialogue will occur between McKim Creed and the 
necessary staff/utility reps regarding street lights.  A street lighting plan may be 
included at a later date. 

 HOA/POA instruments addressing median landscaping maintenance and 

irrigation will need to be recorded; the city will not maintain landscaping in the 
public rights of way. 

 City Construction Management needs to be brought into the dialogue because 
their standards and inspections requirements have to be met.  Your contact is 
Bret Russell, PE (Construction Manager) bret.russell@wilmingtonnc.gov 

 At the meeting, it was requested that copies of NCDOT Driveway permits be 
provided. 

 As soon as possible, it will assist Rob Gordon with his review if you will provide 
stormwater documentation; at this time, it is not known if additional BMPs will 
be needed for the road relocation project.   Rob expects to be involved in 
relevant discussions with Linda Lewis. 

 Contact Amy Kimes amy.kimes@wilmingtonnc.gov regarding the applicability of 

the TIA submission to area buildout forecasts relative to background conditions 
and today’s projections. 

 If we lack any official USACOE determinations, please provide them for our 
files. 

 All discussions regarding landscaping, Multi-use Path Alignment and 
construction need to take utility conflicts into consideration.  CFPUA is 
particularly concerned with this issue, and coordination with them is crucial. 

 What encroachments will be needed over utility easements and public rights of 

way? 
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
